ELIGIBLE ORGANIZATIONS:  All of the following are required:


1. Non-profit organization under Section 501(c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended;

2. Each organization can apply only once during this funding period;
3. Primary purpose of the organization is to provide for the general enlightenment and entertainment of the public through the production, presentation, exhibition, advancement, or preservation of art, music, theater, spoken word, dance, history, literature, physical sciences, natural sciences, or natural history;

4. Organization must have its principal office within the Authority Boundaries (see page 15) and conduct the majority of its activities within the State of California, and shall principally benefit the residents within the Authority Boundaries; and

5. All project activity, including public events must take place within the Authority Boundaries.

INELIGIBLE ORGANIZATIONS:

Religious organizations, cable communications systems and any organization that does not meet requirements 1 through 5 above.

GRANT DIVISIONS  

Open to all eligible organizations.  (see page 2 for detailed application instructions.)

Grants available in the following divisions:
A.  Capital Development:  To organizations to renovate, adapt and/or equip community

      cultural/science/history facilities.  Requires facility ownership, or a five-year minimum lease agreement.

B.  Community Arts:  To projects that promote the arts and involve social service

      agencies, police, parks, recreation centers, libraries, schools, community centers, outdoor

      facilities, etc. The intent of this category is to develop programs which expand the arts

      to:

1) new audiences at reduced cost or free of charge to the public, and

2) facilities (outside of traditional institutions) at reduced cost or free

     of charge to the public.  Possible venues may include city parks, park

     fences, park/outdoor theaters, traveling exhibitions, traveling performances

    within the community, your own facility, school workshops, etc.

Match Requirement

A minimum one to one match is required, using in-house cash funding or grant(s) separately obtained by the applicant.  In-kind match will be considered for activities demonstrated to be DIRECTLY contributing to the project and must be described in the In-Kind Match form (see page 10).  Professional volunteers contributing services directly related to this grant may be accepted as in-kind.

Proof of one-to-one match in the form of a grant application for another grant, letter of commitment, or proof of in-house funds must be submitted with application.  Grants may be awarded while match is pending.  Grant funds will not be disbursed until matching funds are received.  If organization does not receive matching funds within six (6) months of the date of the award letter, grant will be forfeited.

Amount of award will be based on review of grant application.  Total grant funds for 

2010-2011 will be no more than $200,000.  Maximum individual grant is $15,000.

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

· Application must be on white paper (colored not accepted), typed in Times New
      Roman 12 point-type.  Do not use bold or italics type in the body of your narrative.
· Application shall be clipped together in the upper left corner.  Do not staple.

· Application that is incomplete, inaccurate or does not conform to guidelines, will not

be reviewed.

· Application will not be reviewed if an earlier CEP-funded project has not been completed and final report submitted and approved.

· At completion of the project, a final report including a detailed financial accounting will be required of all CEP recipients Sample and details will be provided to recipients.  

· Do not include photographs or other visuals in the text.
Inquiries:  The FAC may be contacted regarding any requirements of this proposal or grant

process including eligibility of non-profit 501 (c) (3) organizations.  However, staff responses

to inquiries and requests for clarification should in no manner be interpreted as an endorsement.

APPLICATION RANKING SYSTEM  (Based on the California Arts Council’s ranking 

system.)  

The panel’s review of grant applications is a multi-step process and involves assigning

numerical ranks to the application.  A 4-point ranking system is used as follows:

4  =  Highest priority for funding.  Considered to be “model” in stature.  Meets all of the 

         review criteria to the highest degree possible.

3  =  Good to excellent:  Very solid; strongly meets the review criteria, however, some

         improvement or development is needed.

2  =  Considered to be marginally fundable:  Does not meet the criteria in a strong or solid

         way.

1  =  Not fundable.
